Course Exam Proctoring Options

Effective October 21, 2010, the Fayetteville Site will no longer proctor course exams.
The list below provides options for electronic options and proctoring/testing sites in the
area.

1. Proctor U

ProctorU is an online proctoring service which allows students to be proctored via a webcam in
their own homes on their personal computers. To use ProctorU, you will need high-speed
internet connection, webcam with microphone, and Windows XP, Windows Vista, or Mac OS X

2. Remote Proctor

The Securexam Remote Proctor system eliminates the need for students to travel to a site or
testing centers or arrange for an approved proctor. Securexam is a webcam, biometric scanner,
and microphone, all bundled into one compact unit. The unit ensures that every test is
conducted in a safe and isolated environment, while also safeguarding the security of every test
taker’s identity.

3. Fayetteville State University (FSU) Testing Services

FSU offers proctoring services Mondays, 12 noon to 4:30pm; Tuesdays and Thursdays, 9:00am
to 4:00pm, and Fridays, 9:00 am to 1:00pm. Testing fee is $25 per hour payable upon
completion of test via check, credit card or money order.

4. Campbell University Testing Center on Pope AFB

Campbell University on Pope AFB offers proctoring services Monday through Friday starting at
9:00 am, with the last test time at 1:00 pm. Testing fee is $5 per hour for each test. Advanced
scheduling is required.

The testing center is located on Academy Street in
the Personnel Building. Students must have current base stickers and a valid Military ID or
Rapid Gate pass to gain access on base.
